Who is eligible?

• Identifies strongly as Jewish (identifies with any denomination) 

• Has a 3.5 GPA or higher 

• Demonstrates strong interest in public advocacy, public policy or 

government affairs 

 

The Morgenstern Merit Scholarship awards $2,500 directly in tuition dollars to the 

university, seminary or study program of the applicant's choice. You can find 

more information at www.morgensternscholarship.org.
